Part 5 : De minimis aid Declaration 
The aid being sought is provided under the European Commission Regulation on de minimis Aid. Small amounts of State aid, up to 300,000 Euros in any three-year period to any one enterprise, are regarded as too small to significantly affect trade or competition in the common market. Such amounts are regarded as falling outside the category of State Aid that is banned by the EU Treaty and can be awarded without notification to or clearance by the European Commission. A Member State is required to have a mechanism to track such aid (called 'de minimis aid') and to ensure that the combined amount of De Minimis aid payments from all sources to one enterprise in any three-year period respects the 300,000 Euro ceiling. Please provide details of all other de minimis aid which has been granted to your company within the past three years. It should be noted that a false declaration by a company resulting in the threshold of 300,000 Euro being exceeded could later give rise to the aid being recovered with interest. 

From 1st January 2026, Ireland along with other EU member states will be obliged to record State aid and de minimis aid award data in a centralised European Commission database. This database will be called eAIR. The database is effectively an eAid Register and is part of enhanced mandatory transparency reporting requirements. Information on the Register will be publicly available. This means that eAIR will enable users to effectively search for and access comprehensive information on aid awards granted to beneficiaries of a Scheme (including the Emergency Humanitarian Flooding Scheme). Users will also be able to view details such as the amounts awarded, the name and identifier of the beneficiaries, the aid instruments used and the relevant business sectors. Where the beneficiary is an individual (e.g. sole trader) a “masking” or pseudonymised version of the name of the individual or the unique identifying number will be applied to protect privacy rights. I wish to apply for assistance from the Emergency Humanitarian Flooding Scheme under the de minimis Regulation (EU) 2025/2831 of 13 December 2025.  I confirm that the combined amount of De Minimis aid payments from all sources in the past three years, including any assistance that may be granted[footnoteRef:1] under Emergency Humanitarian Flooding Scheme, does not exceed the 300,000 Euro ceiling in a rolling three year period.
